Seven weeks from Firstfruits, morning after is Festival 
of Weeks – Lev  23:15-16 

 Week of Months. Seven months in cycle of feasts – Lev 23:1-44 
o  Nisan / Abib (March-April)Spring rains, barley and flax harvest 

Passover, Unleavened Bread, Firstfruits  
o Iyyar / Ziv (April-May)  
o Sivan (May-June) Wheat harvest 

Festival of Weeks  
o Tammuz (June-July)  
o Ab (July-August) Temple destroyed on 9th of Ab by 

Nebuchadnezzar and later the Romans  
o Elul (August-September)  
o Tishri / Ethanim (September-October) Autumn rains, plowing 

Trumpets, Atonement, Tabernacles  
o Heshran / Bul (October-November)  
o Kislev (November-December) 
o Hanukkah  
o Tebeth (December-January)  
o Shebat (January-February)  
o Adar (February-March) 
o Purim 

 Week of Years. Seven years, then Sabbath for the land – Slaves freed 
Ex 21:2, land fallow - Lev  25:1-7 

 Week of Weeks of Years. Seven Sabbaths of years, then Jubilee - Lev 
25:8-17. 
In this Year of Jubilee everyone is to return to his own property.  
Jesus declared this year now – Lk 4:18-19 

 Week of Millenniums. Seven thousand years, then Millennium - Ps 90:4
