 By giving opportunities for choice – 1 King 3:5 

 By proposing hard tasks – Jhn 6:5-6 

 By permitting men to suffer – Acts 16:23-24 

 By permitting temptation – Jms 1:2-3 

 By a strange plan  - Jos 6:3 

 By reducing your army – Jd 7:7  

 By depending on a poor widow – 1 King 17:9 

 By demanding her last food -  1 King 17:13 

 By requiring, what appeared to be, useless work – 2 King 3:16 

 By requiring extensive preparation with no blessing in sight – 2 King 4:3
