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NEW MOON AND FULL MOON 
 
 

Introduction 
 

 God gives instruction at new moon and births at full moon   
 

 
1. God wanted new moon for people to focus on Him 
 

 The presence of God rested on the Tabernacle on the first day  of the 
month  -  Ex.40:2 

 God gave instructions that special offerings and sacrifices  were to be 
made on the beginning of each new month -  Num.28:11-15 

 The prophets Isaiah and Ezekiel recorded that special offerings and 
worship will be done on the New Moon after the return of Christ.  - 
Isa.66:22-23 

 On  the first day of the eleventh month of the  Israelites'  40th year  of  
wilderness punishment, Moses assembled the  people  and went over  
their  covenant   with   God again - Deut.1:3 

 On the first day of the eleventh month, Moses  gave  the instructions to 
Israel to possess  the promised land  - Deut.1:3-8 

 God spoke to Ezekiel on the first day of several months to reveal that  he 
would destroy Tyrus - Ezk.26:1-4 and Egypt  - Ezk.29:14 

 The  Word  of the Lord came to Haggai on the  first  day  of  the sixth  
month  to reveal the building of the Temple  at  Jerusalem that would 
take place just before the return of Jesus Christ  - Hag.1:1 

 After Christ's return,  the temple that will be established in Jerusalem for 
the worship of God will be purified on the first day of the first sacred 
month: - Ezk.45:18 

 God eventually rejected the peoples abuse of the new moon – Is 1:13-14 

 People would go to prophets on new moon the get the word of the lord 
for themselves – 2 Kings 4:22-23 

 
 

2. Full moon is the fruit of what happened at new moon 
 

 God instructs blowing of trumpet at full moon as well – Ps 81:3 

 What is sown at new moon is birthed at full moon. Don’t let it be negative 
– Ps 121:6
